When the schedule comes out, and you have a problem with the slot you are given please email me at programmer@wmua.org as soon as you can.  The more time I have to make changes the better the chances are that there will be a sufficient switch achieved.  Be as flexible as you can be.  Serious scheduling conflicts will be considered; pure unhappiness with a time slot will not produce a switch.
